A brief historical information on the 20th 

anniversary of the occupation of Jabrayil district 

 

The Jabrayil district in the south of the 

Republic of Azerbaijan, in the south-east of the 

mountains of the Small Caucasus, on the left 

bank of the Aras River bounded by the Islamic 

Republic of Iran from the south, Zengilan 

district from the south-west, Gubadly district 

from the West, Khojavand district from the 

north, and Fuzuli from the East.  

The historical researches show that 

Jabrayil areas which located in one of the 

beautiful and charming  spots of the Nagorny 

Karabagh are one of the places where ancient 

people had been formed. Thus, the well-known 

Azykh Cave in Jabrayil territory, at the same 

time in the foothill of the mountain of the 

ñTumas Ataò (Father Tumas), near the village of 

Dagtumas million years old "Nefesli dere" area 

of so-called, ñThe palace of Ogressò cave are the 

facts that Jabrayil territory has been the ancient 

residence places of the primitive people. Studies 

show that there was a close relationship between 

our ancestors in Azykh Cave and the ancient 

people living in the ñThe palace of Ogressò 

cave.  

The name of the Jabrayil district has been 

taken from the name of the village of Jabrayil, 

the centre of region. Father Jabrayil who is the 

establisher of village lived in the VIII century 

and the territories from the mountains Ziyarat to 

the Aras River belonged to father and his 

children. The name of district is connected with 

the name of Jabrayil the most close angel to God 

in Islam and monotheistic religions. Jabrayil in 

Arabic means ñthe servant of Godò, a person 

close to God in figurative sense. Based on 

ethnographic data collected, it is known that 

Father Jabrayil had sons named Mirzajan, 

Yarahmad , Shahvalad, Kurban, Hasan, Bunyad, 

Mashan, Khubyar, Khalaf. And their names 

were given to the villages. In other words, 

Mirzajan, Yarahmadli , Shahvaladli, Kurbanli, 

Hasanli, Bunyadli and other villages are called 

by their name. 

Indeed, in the north of the village of 

Jabrayil, the traces of Father Jabrayil's 

mausoleum (length 4.5 m, width 2.4 m, height 

1.8 m) still remain. 

In VII century B.C Jabrayil territory was a 

part of a kingdom that existed in the areas from 

Mil to the north of Lake Urmia  and  the Median 

and Achaemenid Empires  in  VII-III centuries

Diri 

daĵēnda XII-XIV   ᴅsrlᴅrdᴅ  tikilᴅn  ñQēz  qalasēò  

 

B.C. At that time Jabrayil territory was in the 

composition of the region called Pazkank, 

Ahristan and finally Dizak. Ahristan region  

consisted of Nagorny Karabakh's and Jabrayil's 

foothill areas, and a portion of the Mil plain. 

Dizak region consisted of Guruchay (Fuzuli) and 

the zone between the Aras and Hekeri rivers 

(Zengilan, Gubadli) and a part of Jabrayil places 

near the Aras river. 

 Jabrayil territory is one of the centers 

where the Kur-Araz culture formed and the 

ancient East-Caucasian cultures intersected. 
Natural caves, Cyclopes-type constructions, 

different patterns on stones, ancient settlements, 

fortifications, and the remains of the cemetery, 

as well as the primary tool for making flint, 

limestone, volcanic glass of raw materials show 

that Jabrayil territory has been the residence 

place of the ancient people in B.C. 
There are many of the monuments, 

bridges, towers, tombs in Jabrayil which hold a 

special place in Azerbaijan's architectural 

history. One of the monuments of architecture of 

the rarest pearls in the world is Khudaferin 

bridges. The greatest bridges on the Aras river 

from India to North and the Middle Easts, 

through the Caucasus and Derbent the 

development of trade relations between Russia 

and Western European countries, provided a 

regular event of  the ancient Silk Road and at the 

same time have played very important role in the 

enlargement of economic and cultural relations 

between the North and the South Azerbaijan. 

The most ancient of this bridges with 11 

spans, length 130, width 6, height of 12 meters 

was built during the Achaemenid Empire in VI-

III centuries B.C and later re-established in the 

XII century during the reign of Eldᴅgizlᴅr. The 

second one of the old bridges (in 800 meters 

below of the direction of Aras river) with 15 

spans, length 200 meters, width of 4.5 meters 

and a height of 10 meters was built in I  century 

A.D and re-established in the XIII century 

during the reign of Elkhanies. The name of 

Khudaferin consists of two words "Khuda" and 

"afarin". "Khuda" means God, "Afarin" means 

applause. The whole expression means "created 

by God", "Applouse to God". 

 The area of Jabrayil is rich with large 

number of other archaeological and historical 

architecture monuments. "Maiden Tower" (XII-

XIV centuries)  on the mountain of Diri, "Gala 

Burju" (V-VI centuries) on the mountain of Tey,

mausoleums in  Khubyarli village are good 

examples of them. 

After the death of Nadir Shah in 1747, 

Karabakh, Nakhchivan, Sheki, Shirvan, Guba 

etc. khanates emerged. Jabrayil was included in 

the territory of the Karabakh khanate. In 1841, 

Karabakh province including Jabrayil territory 

was in the composition of Khazar (Kaspian) 

region (capital Shamaky). In 1846 it was given 

under the reign of Shusha region. In 1873 

Jabrayil and nearby territories were taken out 

from the reign of Shusha and independent 

Jabrayil was organised in the province of 

Yelizavetpol (Ganja). The territory of Jabrayil 

district was 66.6 km
2 

with the population of 

66360.  The territories of Fuzulu, Khojavand,  

from Khanlikh village of Gubadly region to the 

Aras river and Bartaz village of Zengilan regions 

belonged to Jabrayil. The population of the 

district engaged in the breeding, cultivation, 

silkworm, dealt carpet-making. 

        On 5 August 1876, Russian -Tatar school 

with one class was formed in the center of 

Jabrayil region. Sharia, the russian language, the 

azeri language, arithmetic, calligraphy and 

drawing were subjects in curriculum of school. 

Initially, the school was 34 pupils. In 1929, 

Jabrayil province was abolished and on August 

8, 1930 Jabrayil district was organised. The 

center of the district was Jabrayil town. The 

territory was 1050 km
2
 with the population of 

24300 in the inside of present boundaries. 

In the Republic, 118 of the existing 813 

underground water supplies are in Jabrayil 

district. There are more than 360 natural springs 

in the region. Jabrayil region has given lots of 

prominent state and public figures, artists, poets, 

writers, scientists to our Republic. 5 academics, 

75 doctors of sciences and professors, 170 

candidates of sciences were born in Jabrayil. 

On August 23, 1993 Jabrayil district was 

completely occupied by Armenian armed forces.
